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Welcome to the Simecoe County Forest and the
Ganaraska Hiking Trail!

Simecoe County Forests, which started with 1,000
acres of the original Hendrie Tractin 1922, have
now grown to include over 28,000 acres of land.
Theze forest tracts are located in over 100 areas
throughout Simcoe County, ranging in size from
seven to 3,500 acres.

These forests were originally intended 1o reha-
bilitate lands not suttable for agricutture and to
prevent zoil erosion, but now they also provide a
wide range of benefs including wildlife habitat, a
scenic landscape, opporiunities for forestry and
areas for public recreation.

Forest piantations are comprized mainky of co-
niferous apecies like red, white, jack, and Scofs
pines, Morway and white spruce and European
larch. Matural stands of deciduous trees include
sugar maple, red cak, trembling and large-
toothed aspen, American beech, white ash and
black cherry.

Maintznant, 2lles procurent de nombraus bé-
néfices dont un habitat pour fa faune, de besux
paysages, des occasions de foresterie et des
gectiong pour l=s loigirs publics.

Les plantations forestiéres sont principalement
composées d'espéces coniféres comme les
pins rouge, blanc et gris ef le pin d'Ecosse,
I'épinette blanche et de Morvége et le meléze
d'Europe. Les peuptements naturels d'arbres
feuillus comprennent I'érable a sucre, |8 chéne
rouge, le tremble et le peuplier a grandes dents,
le hétre & grandes feuilles, |2 fréne blanc et 2
cerisier tardif.
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
